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·  Friday Nights  
 

The YMA has been providing English speaking Islamic 
lectures weekly consistently for the past 8 year’s . The first of 
its kind with history in the making, these Islamic lectures have 
provided the purest form of Islam to a community with a vast 
population of Muslims. These lectures have been provided to 
thousands of both Muslims and non-Muslims alike. Under the 
leadership and guidance of Imam Sayyid Hassan Al-Qazwini, 
Religious leader of the Islamic Center of America, the YMA 
has provided an educational, spiritual, and enthusiastic 
program to the next generation of Muslims living in America. 
Providing leadership training and mentoring to the youth of the 
Dearborn community, the YMA has been proud of its flagship 
program, the Friday Night program at the Islamic Center of 
America. 



·  YMA Retreat  

Marking its 8th Annual Retreat, the YMA has taken young 
Muslims seeking a getaway from their day to day lives. This 
getaway is hosted by scholars and professional Muslims who 
help guide and field general and personal questions. The 
youth are engaged in small workshops that are moderated 
and guided by Imam Sayyid Hassan Al-Qazwini. These 
retreats have hosted hundred of young Muslims from across 
the US. With activities such as sports, workshops, and socials, 
the youth are enlightened and active throughout the 4 day 
retreat. Priced for young Muslims, this retreat accommodates 
an intimate group of 90, who usually establish life long 
friendship afterwards. 

 

·  Hajj  

Marking its 5th Annual Hajj Trip, the YMA has taken part in the most 
spiritual journey of any human being. This Spiritual Journey is not only 
part of the Islamic faith, but a pilgrimage to Mecca that signifies one’s 
peek submission to Allah [swt]. 

The YMA, under the leadership guidance of 
Samahat Al-Seyyid Hassan Al-Qazwini, has 
taken groups of increasing numbers on this 

annual trip. The English speaking Imam leads the entire group (last year 
53 joined) through the week long journey. His great knowledge of the 
Meccan geography and his love for the holy Prophet [as] and his 
progeny truly inspires English speaking Muslims of all ages. The YMA 
is proud to be able to help those English speakers through this 
unforgettable and unimaginable experience of a lifetime. 

The YMA partners with a group who has granted access from the Saudi Government. Last year, 
the group stayed together in one building and had their private kitchen and prayer/lecture hall. The 
YMA took daily trips around the cities of Mecca and Medina and had a dedicated bus. The YMA 
was able to provide literature and logistical support to all whom went with them. The partner 
provided transportation, lodging and meals. 

The YMA, under the leadership of the Imam, plans to continue this 
event for the coming future. Along with the journey itself, the YMA 
facilitates free Hajj courses, sponsors one Muslim to Hajj, and holds 
an annual Hajj celebration for the returning pilgrims. 



·  Ramadhan Monthly Program 

 Every year during the holiest month of the Islamic calendar, the YMA puts 
together a whole months worth of programming and activities. In 
collaboration with the Islamic Center of America, the YMA puts together 
an English speaking event that hosts world renowned lecturers. This event 
brings in thousands of Muslims in celebration and recognition of this 
blessed month. With innovation and creativity, the YMA continues to 
present the congregation with more ways to increase spirituality during this 
month.  

 The YMA offers many services for the youth to come together and make the house of god, their 
home during this month. The YMA allows those who would like to follow along, the ability to 
recite the entire quran by having volunteers recite the Quran in Arabic, while projecting the 
English translation. Every night, 1 juzza is read. 

  

·  Ashuura Program 

This annual commemoration and honoring of one of the 
greatest heros of Islam takes Muslims on a journey 
hundreds of years back. The legend of Imam Husayn 
Ash-Shaheed [a] is remembered across the globe and has 
no exception in America. In honor of our  Imam’s trials 
and tribulation, the YMA holds a 10 day program that is 
hosted by a great scholar. 

   

·  Community Educational Classes 

With the pursuit to bring quality educational programming to the 
community, the YMA puts forth a 6-10 week semester of Islamic and 
sporting courses. Every year the YMA holds between 2-3 semesters of 
these courses which typically run 8 weeks. Past courses included: Islamic 
Theology (aqeeda), Arabic 1, Arabic 2, Arabic 3, Quranic Tajweed, Boys 
Basketball, Girls Volleyball, and Conversational Arabic. The YMA 
continues to seek the feedback from the community to provide these 
educational programs for all those who would like to participate. The 
courses are all held within the spiritual setting of the mosque, and are 
instructed by trained professionals. 

 



·  Dawa’a Booth  

The YMA is pleased to perform Dawa not just at the 
mosque, but for the Muslim community as a whole. Every 
year since 2003, the YMA has participated in the Arab 
American International Festival. This year being no 
exception. However this year, the YMA is venturing 
beyond. The YMA plans to have a booth at the largest 
Islamic convention in the US, that being ISNA. This 
national convention takes place every year just north of the 
city of Chicago and attracts more than 30,000 Muslims 
annually. The YMA plans to setup a booth to promote the organizations events, hand out 
pamphlets related to the Islamic identity of Dearborn, and to sell DVD’s of the outstanding 
lectures during our programs. The YMA has planned in the future to setup more booths, including 
that at fundraising humanitarian walk-a-thons and other national conventions.   

·  Picnics  
 
Uniting the community for a fun filled and spiritually endowed 
summer day, the YMA holds annual picnics and barbeques at 
various locations within southeast Michigan. The YMA has 
provided these events through its annual budget, which is funded 
by generous donors of the community. The YMA has been able to 
provide volunteers for the logistical and managerial support of 
these Islamic barbeques, which are typically a celebration of an 
Islamic event. Last year, the picnic centered around one of the 
greatest ladies in the history of mankind, Fatimat-az-Zahraa [a]. 
The atmosphere is celebrative and the spirit is joined with harmony as the scholars of the 
community come together and enjoy the great blessings of the summer months in Michigan. 

Picnics are a family affair that includes food and festivities. The YMA plans to hold multiple 
picnic events throughout the year of 2008, including the celebration of the birth of lady Fatima. 

·  Food Drives 

The YMA this year has partnered up with Zaman International to provide a 
food drive to the local families who are in need of support. Last year a similar 
program was established and helped bring much needed food and general 
hygiene care to 70 homes. This year, the YMA plans to do the same, and 
include toys and gifts to those with families during the times when the families 
typically celebrate, the Holy Month of Ramadhan. People from all over the 
communities bring in their canned food and non-perishable items to the 
mosque during the holy month. The YMA and its dedicated volunteers take 
those items, package them, and finally ship them near the end of the month. 
This allows the families to celebrate the holiest Muslim holiday, Eid Al-Fitr. 



·  Website 

The YMA has been hosting a website service that brings Islam to the computer screen of everyone 
with an internet connection. Just a click away, the YMA provides all with hundreds of hours of 
programming including all recorded YMA events and Friday sermons. The YMA is pleased to be 
hosting a website that gets hits in the thousands per month and an easy way to stay informed and 
up to date with the latest event information.
