BEHAVIOR AT HOME

The Holy Prophet (s) had divided his time in the house into three parts - One part for Allah, another part for himself and the third part for his family. He would even use that portion of his time which he had set aside for himself in favor of God's creatures and for other common and special affairs. When he was at home, he would openly welcome the needy and would never withhold anything from them.
BEHAVIOR OUTSIDE THE HOME “The Prophet would speak only when necessary. He used to remain silent except on important issues so that the people's hearts would unite together and also they would not get scared away from him and themselves too. He would honor the chief of every tribe and would also give them the post of governorship. He would warn the people of seditions. He was always amongst them without withholding his own good nature and cheerfulness from them and at the same time would abstain from them. (i.e. their negative behavior) He would show kindness and speak affably to his companions and would inquire about the condition of the people from the people themselves.” - Imam Ali (AS)

CONDUCT AT GATHERINGS

He kept away from three things - dispute, excessive talking and everything not relevant to him. He also abandoned 3 other things in connection with people - reproach, reprove and faultfinding in people.

MARRIAGE TO LADY KHADIJA

The Messenger of Allah (S) married Lady Khadija at the age of twenty-five, while Khadija herself was forty years old. The Prophet's marriage to Khadija was not a usual one, it was a unique marriage because it was not initiated as a result of a love relationship, nor were there material or political motives behind it, which was commonplace among the elite classes. In fact, there was no correspondence between the Prophet's economical position and that of Khadija's. Lady Khadija suggested that prophet Muhammad (S) marry her, and urged him to ask for her hand from her Father, Khuwaylid. The marriage was a very happy one, and it produced a lady who was one of the four perfect women in all the history of mankind: Fatima daughter of Muhammad (pbuh). Before her, Qasim and Abdullah were born, but they both died at infancy.

DAUGHTER OF THE PROPHET
Fatima-al Zahra, the daughter of Prophet Muhammad was born 5 years before Bethat in 20th Jamad al Akhar. It was said that while Khadija was pregnant with her, Fatima spoke to  Kadija and that on the day of her birth the skies were illuminated with light. Also known as Zahra, “Syedatun-Nisaal-Alamin“, and “Umme Abiha,” Fatima was a kind and loving example to all women in Islam. Following her mother’s death, she cared for her father, wrapped the wounds he incurred from the stones of unbelievers, and even tended to the wounded on the battlefield. Up until her tragic death, Fatima continued to lead the way for thousands of Muslim women. Fatima(sa) married Imam Ali(as) and gave birth to Imam Hassan(as), Imam Hussein(as), Zainab and Um Kulsoom. Fatima died shortly after the death of her father, the Holy Prophet. Fatima(sa)served as a symbol of womanhood in Islam. She was very charitable, a devout wife and daughter and a loving mother.
