The 24th and 25th of Dhu al-Hijjah mark the anniversary of the following events in Islamic history:

1) The event of al-Mubahalah took place, in which the Prophet Muhammad took his household—‘Ali, Fatimah, al-Hasan and al-Husayn—to debate with the Christians of Najran. The verse 3:61 was revealed on the 24th or 25th in their honor.

2) On the 25th Surah al-Insan was revealed in honor of the great acts of charity of Imam Ali, Fatimah, al-Hasan, al-Husayn, and their servant Fiddah. They had fasted for 3 days to fulfill a vow, and each day when they were about to break their fast, a beggar, then an orphan, and finally a captive asked for food. They sacrificed their food for those poorer than themselves.
3) According to some narrations, the 25th is the anniversary of the day when 5:55 was revealed to immortalize Imam ‘Ali’s act of charity while he was bowing in ruku’
