Editing Rules

Below, we have assembled some simple ground rules to simplify the writing and editing process: 

1.      All articles should be no longer than one single spaced page using the “Times Roman” font at 12 points.

2.      All articles should be saved as a Microsoft Word (.doc) document.

3.      Rules for salutations and greetings to the Prophet, his Ahlul Bayt, other Messengers of Allah, and prominent companions are supported by the following traditions (in hadiths):

Narrated Ka'b bin Ujra:
It was said, "O Allah's Apostle! We know how to greet you, but how to invoke Allah for you?" The Prophet said, "Say: O Allah! Send your blessings/greetings (Salawat) on Muhammad and his family, the same way as You sent Your blessings/greetings on Abraham's family. You are indeed worthy of all praise, full of glory.'"

Any reference to the Prophet Muhammad will be followed by the mark [s] representing “sal-allah al-laahe wa aly wa salaam” – Peace and blessings on him and his family.  Also, take note of the spelling of our Prophet’s name (i.e. Muhammad [s]).

Who are Ahlul Bayt?
Narrated Aisha: 

One day the Prophet (PBUH&HF) came out afternoon wearing a black cloak (upper garment or gown; long coat), then al-Hasan Ibn Ali came and the Prophet accommodated him under the cloak, then al-Husain came and entered the cloak, then Fatimah came and the Prophet entered her under the cloak, then Ali came and the Prophet entered him to the cloak as well. Then the Prophet recited: "Verily Allah intends to keep off from you every kind of uncleanness O' People of the House (Ahlul-Bayt), and purify you a perfect purification (the last sentence of Verse 33:33)."

When mentioning any members of the Prophet’s family (Ahlul Bayt) according to the above hadith (i.e. Imam Ali [a]) be sure to include the salutation of [a] - "Alayhi-s-Salam" meaning "peace be upon him/her” following their name.  This also includes the 9 decedents of Ahlul Bayt.  Notice the spelling of Ahlul Bayt which is to be used if referenced.

In reference to any companion, they should be 
            greeted with [r] - May Allah be please with him".
