Pillars of the Podium

1) All Masters of Ceremony (MC’s) should be dressed modestly and or according to Islamic attire. The MC should be a “semi-polished” speaker for the Friday program. All major events (i.e. conferences, seminars, dinners, etc) require a professional speaker/MC, no less. This is the image of the YMA so choose wisely.

2) The first words spoken at the podium should be “Bismillah al-Rahman al-Rahim” and or “Assalamu Alaykum”.

3) Announcements at the Friday Program should be made after the Imam or guest speaker finishes.

4) Guest speakers should be introduced before the resident Imam unless otherwise informed. Consult with Imam Qazwini if more then one Alim is present to speak.

5) When introducing the Imam, Sheikh, or any Alim, it is imperative to use selective words in order to uphold proper protocol to include but not limited to;

a. And now without further delay, I would like to call to the podium “Samahat Al-Allaham Imam (Sayed if applicable) -name of speaker- after As-Salaat Ala Muhmmadin wa Aly Mohammad.
b. Alternatively, I would like to call or welcome “Imam”, “Sheikh” or “Ayatollah” -name of speaker- baad al-Salaat Ala Muhammadin wa Aly Muhammad.
6) End ALL programs by thanking our guest for attending and ask all to recite Surat Al-Fatiha.
